Lookout

I he day started in the local breakfast restaurant in

Vernon, B.C. | was meeting Don Smirl with my stepson
Alex for an early breakfast before we joined up with the rest
of the Vernon ATV Club members for our day trip up to Mara
Mountain fire lookout. At 7,100 ft. there is a limited window
for when the snow is finally melted from the trails to allow
us to get to the fire lookout station and enjoy the spectacu-
lar 360 degree view. On a clear day you can see Sun
Peaks.

As Don continued with his regular routine of toweling off the
grease from his sausages, | took a glance out the restau-
rant window and admired his two Polaris ATVs already
loaded on his truck and on his trailer. Don mentioned that
Kevin will be joining us and that he needs to still load

Kevin's quad onto the trailer. |took a quick check to see my
Can-Am Outlander still sitting proud and with the caked on
dirt from our last outing at Larson Hill.

Breakfast hit the spot and it was time for Alex and me to get
on the road to the meeting location in the Wal-Mart parking
lot and join the rest of the club members. When we arrived
we joined eight other quads and the convoy headed out of
the parking lot on another weather perfect day in the north
Okanagan. Since a few of the members all purchased
Garmin Rhino GPS/FRS/GMRS radios, we decided to try
them out on the convoy. Well it didn't take long and two of
members got separated from the convoy. No problem, just
give them a quick call on the radio. No answer, however we
did catch up to them in Enderby past the salmon fisherman
on the bridge onto Mabel Lake Road. The Springs were
running and there were several anglers trying their luck to
hook onto these weary Chinooks. The temptation was
great to stop and fish along side with these dedicated fish-
erman, but | was leading the trail so I'll have to come back
again while the salmon are still running up the river. It was
soon discovered that the problem of no radio communica-
tion was due to the radio's volume was turned right down.
Won't happen again we are assured.

What made the trip more interested was the fact that sever-
al members were trying their GPS out for the very first time.
With the waypoints and the route entered prior to the trip, it
was time to see if the waypoints were properly entered and
how verify the accuracy of the Garmin handheld GPS.
While driving the Mabel Lake Road, | called of the kilome-
ters descending before the first turn. The Shuswap River
reflected in the sunshine and you just have to glance into
the clear river expecting to see a school of dedicated
salmon making their way to their place where they were
born. The Garmin GPS was dead on accurate for the first
turn and we all turned off onto the main Forestry road.

With the ATVs unloaded we quickly got together and dis-
cussed the safety guidelines for the riders and that you
have to wait at each turn until the next rider confirms and
takes over the waiting position. Common errors during an
ATV outing consists of:

. Speed - rushing and trying to do too much too
quickly
. Driving too fast for the conditions i.e. steep, wet

and rough ground




. Misjudging the ATV's capabilities and limitations

. Overconfidence, complacency and lack of
concentration

. Overloading, uneven loads and loads carried on
slopes

. Turning too sharply

. Lack of knowledge,
skill, ability and
experience

. Maintenance and the

use of correct tires.

Often along the trail it's really
dusty so you tend to hang
back so that you don't choke
on the dust. This sometimes
poses a problem if the rider in
front of you does not stop at a
turn to let you know which way
to keep going on the route.
This safety rule should be reciprocated by waving to the rider
ahead to let him/her continue on while you take their position
and wait for the next rider. Often times when riders forget to
wait, the next rider gets pretty frustrated if they take the wrong
fork or turn in the road. Now.... If you don't like the person
behind you..... oh nevermind.

We got the safety
briefing done and
were offl | had
ensured that my
GPS was reset to
clear any old
tracks and accu-
mulated elapsed
time. We started
off from the Hupel
Forest Service
Road (FSR) at
Zone 11
373607.1 and N
5607900.1 UTM.
This FSR road
would take you all
the way to 3 Valley Gap near Revelstoke if we were to stay on
it. But the first left turn came up at around three miles, there
was a well marked sign to the Mara Mt. Lookout just before
Noisy Creek. We were on the right track and also the GPS
was correct to where the turnoff was. We immediately start-
ed the climb up towards the lookout. There was a sign indi-
cating that the road is deactivated. Deactivated? To me this
meant that there will be a lot of cross ditches for water
drainage and indirectly created some natural speed bumps.
There were several of them. You have to be careful because
some of these man-made ditches come up fast and you don't
have enough time to slow down and you hit these with great
embarrassment.

| approached the first fork in the road and | waited for the next
rider to approach. | heard the next rider and after making
waving contact, | was on my way again knowing that the rider

will take my place and wait for the rider behind them to do
the same. The trail became rocky and | started to see the
stunted pine trees indicating that at this altitude, the grow-
ing season is very short. Another sign was the alpine
patches of wild flowers
and wild grass. | glanced
at my GPS and it was
indicating over 5,000
feet. We climbed pretty
fast and my Can-Am did
not give me any indica-
tion that it was not happy
at this altitude.

| got to a small clearing
with a view, this was a
perfect spot to take a
break and let all the rid-
ers catch up and take a
refreshment break. It did
not take long for everyone to catch up because at this alti-
tude and because the trail was rocky, there was little dust
and the riders were able to ride closer together.

After we snapped some photos like a band of Japanese
tourist who just got off the tour bus, we quickly mounted our
guads again and continued the climb up to the Mara Mt.
lookout tower. The trail was getting more and more rocky,
this was best traveled at slow speeds and also gave me
more time to zig zag around some good size rocks. | did-
n't want to hit one of the bigger rocks and get my wrist
jarred or worse yet, get thrown off my rig..... not good if you
are the trail leaders. Well unless you wanted to make it into
Americas Funniest Videos!

As we climbed higher into the alpine, there were fewer
trees. We had to cross many patches of grass and wild-
flowers, this got me thinking of how long it takes for this
vegetation to get rooted way up here and grow. The grow-
ing season is very short and these plants are very hardy to
sustain life up here. | passed through the amazing wild-
flower fields and was careful to remain on the established
trail. 1 was careful not to damage this sensitive eco-system
of vegetation and visitors like us. Too often new or reckless
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riders see these open wild grasslands as an opportunity to
race on the grass or to do donuts. They are often times
being ignorant to the fact that they are damaging plants
that took many years to grow and that the damage they
create with their quads are often times non-repairable by
nature. This practice called fun only fuels the efforts of
environmentalists to continue on their quest to close trails
to quads and snowmobiles. Please stay on the trails and
allow our great great grand children to come up to the
alpines to enjoy the views and he scenery as we have had
the pleasure in doing.

As | rounded the massive granite rocks along the trail sys-
tem, we came upon a small alpine lake. It was small but
very beautiful because it was in the open with no trees
surrounding it and it was crystal clear. One has to know
that even though it was late August, the ice probably came
off this lake just a few weeks ago. There were many spec-
tacular viewing stops along the way, but | had to get the
group to the top for lunch time. | was getting hungry. |
saw that Brutus, the dog that had Velcro like paws on the
back of his owner's quad was looking like he could use a
hamburger or hot dog as well.

The last kilometer was narrow, steep and had several tight
hairpin turns to maneuver around. Oh and don't forget to

add in the challenge of the odd watermelon size rocks on
the last leg of our trip. As we approached the top and saw
the old fire lookout station | glanced at my GPS to get a
reference on our elevation. | had to look again, it indicat-
ed that we were 7,257 feet ASL. We were high and we all
made it. The temperature was definitely cooler knowing
that the temperature decreases by about two degrees
every thousand feet of increased elevation, it was time to

get the jackets out. We all huddled inside the lookout and
out came the FlashPans for our mountain high lunch! We
almost passed by smoke inhalation from the fumes from
the solid fuel bricks used in the FlashPans. It was quickly
or strongly suggested that the two stoves be moved out-
side to the opposite side of the wind direction. These
FlashPans are definitely not made for indoor use. | was
very impressed that they cooked the hamburgers and hot-
dogs in a matter of minutes making feeding the whole
group in short order. Even Brutus didn't have to wait very
long for his share in the leftovers.

The 360 degree view from the Mara Mt Lookout made the
wait for the snow to melt and the trek up the mountain with
the quads an outing that was the most memorable this
year. | could see for fifty miles and although it was over-
cast, visibility was still very good. The Monashee moun-
tain range was majestic and glorious the way the jagged
rock mountains provided a picturesque backdrop to our
mountain high lunch. | recognized several lakes from the
mountain top and the different valleys. Don't forget to
bring your binoculars and cameras if you are planning to
make this trip.

After getting a hot meal down and signing the guestbook,
| started to read the past guests and their comments. One
was just there a couple weeks prior to our arrival on
August 10th and they wrote down that it snowed on them.
So make sure you bring the proper clothing for this adven-
ture.

The ride was exceptional and the whole group enjoyed
themselves which was the main objective of riding with
your ATV club. The ride down seemed quicker and we did
run across a large group of riders who decided to make a
small alpine pond into a mud pit. They succeeded in cre-
ating some major damage to the alpine. | and another
club member from our group did make an effort to inform
one of their group members to inform them of the damage
to the eco-system that they have done and that it takes
many years to repair. | also pointed out to them that this
type of riding is what give ATVers a bad reputation and
eventually leads to more trail closures to motorized vehi-
cles. We hope that they got our message and decide to
adopt the practice of "Tread Lightly".

We got back down safely and we all loaded up our quads
making it fantastic day with the Vernon ATV Club. If you
are interested in coming along on our next ride, just visit
our website at www.vernonatvclub.ca and join us on our
next outing.
